A good first impression




When looking for a job, first present your CV, which contains your personal and academic details and your work experience, if any. More and more job candidates are sending their video curriculum to employers as it is a more attractive self-introduction than just a piece of paper. If the employer likes your CV, you may be called for a job interview.

Now, watch Alexandra's video curriculum. What qualities and interests does Alexandra show about herself?

Pay attention to the questions that she asks to herself and add any that you think interesting to your list of questions. 

Practise the questions and keep them for your next mission consisting of role-playing a job interview.
















The ideal candidate




You have worked on the questions that an employer may ask candidates at a job interview. But, it is also important that you know about the problems that candidates may face.

Enter the Caroline Brown Listening Lessons site and learn about these problems. About how you should behave at a job interview, visit the BBC learning English site and read some useful information.
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In this mission, we suggest that you practise the roles of employer and candidate at a job interview. Please, follow the guidelines below.


	You are going to work in groups of four students.




	The four of you need to agree on the type of company that is hiring people and on the ideal candidates' profile. Prepare relevant questions concerning the candidate's personality, skills, interests and hobbies.




	Individually, prepare a candidate's profile with information that is relevant for the post you are going to apply for.




	Please, before performing the dialogue, get the questions and answers ready and organize them. You can use the tool StoryboardThat to prepare your draft. 




	Include in your interview polite language to greet, give thanks, etc.




	Practise the interview as much as you can.




	The four of you will take turns to play the roles of employer and candidate.




	You can use the toolVoicethread, which is a free online tool, to record your voices through the webcam.




	Insert an image or video related to the job offered.




	Save your voicethread and copy the URL link to the 'My digital resources' page in your Weebly site. 




	In case you need some extra help on how to use Voicethread, watch the video Tutorial voicethread.




	Share the link to your interview on Pinterest with other student groups. Remember to attach an image to the link.




	After finishing the interviews, the group will agree on who is the ideal candidate for the job. Finally, the whole group will present their best candidate in front of the class group.



Your teacher will assess your work by taking into account the criteria in the 'Rubric for assessing an interview'.

Giving personal information is not only about saying what your name is or how old you are. In your CV, include some adjectives that describe your personality.

Let us start by listening to some people describing their personalities. Enter the ello.org site and comment with a partner on their good qualities.

Enter the Primary Resources site and think about the positive qualities that define your personality. Ask your classmates for their opinion about your personality with the questions that you can find  at the iteslj site. You can use the worksheet at the One Stop English website to take notes of some new adjectives that both you and your classmates use to describe your own personality.

Have some more practice on personality adjectives at the English exercises site. Check the meaning of these adjectives at the Saber ingles site.

Sign in at Canva and create a list poem about yourself with some of the adjectives that you have collected. Publish the poem on your 'Key vocabulary' page, in your Weebly site.  You can also share your list poem with your classmates on Pinterest. Comment on the qualities that some of your classmates have used to describe their own personalities and think about the right job for them according to their character.

Whether you comment orally or by posting on Pinterest, justify your opinion with expressions such as because, that is why, so, etc. which you can revise at the English Grammar site and practise at the Perfect-English-grammar site.












The perfect match!




Apart from personality traits, another way of describing your personality is by saying what subjects you prefer and why you prefer them to others. In this way, people can get to know about your skills and interests. 

Do you think all the subjects that you study at school are really important to your future career? Comment your ideas with a partner.

Enter the elllo.org site  and listen to Martin and Tom speaking about the most important school subjects, from their point of view.


	Do you agree with their opinion?




	Which subjects are not necessary, from your point of view?  What subject/-s could you add? Why?



Enter the English exercises website to practise school subject-related vocabulary. Make sure that you know how to use expressions to talk about your likes and interests because you will need them in the mission that you are about to carry out.

Read the students' profiles at the iesffg website and comment with a partner with which students you share more personality traits and/or favourite subjects.
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Please, pay attention to the following guidelines so that you can perform your mission accurately.


	Your teacher will put you in groups of four students.




	Watch the Talk about yourself video and pay attention to both, questions and answers.




	Create a personal profile of someone who you would like to hire in your company. Agree on your profile in terms of personality, opinion about subjects and skills, that is, what s/he is like, their skills and favourite subjects. Enter thePlotr site and find out more about skills and strengths.




	Prepare a questionnaire with adequate questions which enable you to find out your classmates' personality traits and skills. You will also answer to other groups' questions so we encourage you to enter the English pond site and practise expressions to say how good you are at something or what skills you have.




	Once you finish your questionnaire, go around the classroom and ask the questions to several 'candidates'. Write down their answers and, in your group, decide on the ideal candidate for the job. Publish your questionnaire on a page that you will entitle 'My digital resources'  in your Weebly site. You can share the questionnaire with the rest of classmates on Pinterest. Read  other groups' questionnaire and suggest any questions that you consider as important so that they can improve it.




	On a fixed day, you will present your candidate in front of your classmates. In your presentation, refer to the type of job that you offer, the tasks that this job implies and justify your candidate's choice (what personality traits, skills and interests make this person the ideal candidate).



Your teacher will assess your work by taking into account the criteria included in the 'Rubric for assessing a questionnaire'. The presentation in front of the class-group will be evaluated according to the 'Rubric for assessing a presentation'.

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Your first CV





You are about to start a virtual adventure which focuses on how to prepare a good CV or résumé. It is a fact that you have some years ahead before you start a career. However, you must start up getting familiar with the contents that a CV includes. An important part of these contents is your educational background,  that is why we encourage you to get the most of your studies and learn about practical things such as preparing a good CV in the event of starting a job search.
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This unit presents language contents that will help you prepare a good CV. Here, you will learn and revise vocabulary related to school subjects, adjectives describing personality, job nouns and free time activities. Also, you will revise grammar structures to express likes and dislikes, to compare jobs, to give and ask personal and professional information and to express reason. Hopefully, all these language contents will help you create your first video curriculum, which is this project's final challenge.

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What do you like?




Your hobbies say much




The person who will read or watch your CV will be probably interested in what your free time activities are because they can also say a lot about your personality.

At the end of this section, you will have:


	Revised and learnt vocabulary about free-time activities.




	Listened to people's hobbies.




	Matched hobbies to personality types.




	Written a text on your free time activities.




	Designed a social programme for your classmates.



Doing sport, going to the cinema or listening to music are some common free time activities. Do you think that it is important to know about people's hobbies? Can you get to know them by the activities they do in their free time?
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 Listen to Peter's hobbies at the To Learn English site and, with a partner, comment on the questions below.


	Do you share any of his hobbies or free time activities?




	Do you prefer individual sports or do you prefer team sports?




	What can you learn from doing activities with other people?



Enter the Agenda web site and revise vocabulary related to free time activities. Which ones do you usually do? What about your partner? Visit the English at home site and learn how to ask and answer about their hobbies.

Using the online tool Canva, create a chart and draw two columns, one entitled 'My favourite hobbies' and the other one, 'My partner's favourite hobbies'. Complete the chart and publish it on the 'Key vocabulary' page in your Weebly site.

It is important that you practise hard how to refer to your free time activities because you will need to refer to them in your final challenge.

Guess what your partner's personality is by reading the activities that they like doing in their free time. You can introduce your opinion with some of the phrases that you can find at the English club site.


Ask your classmate to guess about your personality from your list of favourite hobbies.












Your Social Programme




People choose their hobbies according to their personality and likes. In the following mission, you are going to write a text about you and what you do in your free time.

Remember that when you talk or write about free time activities, you can use expressions such as I like..., I don't like,,,. I hate..., I enjoy.... Enter the ProProfs site and practise these expressions with vocabulary referred to hobbies. 

Please, before you start your writing task, read the instructions that you can find at the IELTS- Simon site. In your text, give several details about your free time activities. Mention how often, with who, when and where you practise them and when you started practising them. Also, you can say why you like/ don't like them by describing the activities with adjectives.

Click on the My Favourite Hobby document and read a sample of a hobby description.
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Share your text on Pinterest and let other students in the class comment on your writing. Remember to illustrate your writing with a picture of your hobbies. Were your classmates right when they told you about your personality traits and skills?

In the second part of the mission, get together in groups of four students and read carefully the instructions that follow.


	You are going to create a social programme for your class group taking into account your classmates' likes and interests (their texts about their hobbies will help you design the programme).




	Please, include when, where and how often the activities will take place.




	Include in the programme activities related to the categories of creating things (pottery,...), collecting (stamps,...), physical activities(swimming,...) and learning (music,...).




	Point out which activities are in group and which ones are individual.




	Explain what benefits students can get if they participate in your social programme.




	Share the programme with your classmates on Pinterest accompanying it with an attractive image and vote for the best one. 




	Publish it on the page entitled 'My digital resources' in your Weebly site. 



Your teacher will consider the items in the 'Rubric for assessing a descriptive text'. Your team work in the programme will be assessed taking into account the criteria in the  'Rubric for assessing a digital poster' .

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As you did in the other missions of the project,  you are going  to work together with other students in the final challenge consisting of  the design and creation of a video curriculum. Remember that you and your classmates can learn a lot by working collaboratively.












Your eCV




The videos that you have watched in the section entitled 'A job interview' are a good guide to help you in the production of your own video curriculum.

It is a good idea that you present your information in a way as original as possible so that your video curriculum makes a difference.
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Please, follow the steps below to complete the challenge:


	Before you create the video, prepare a draft with the personal profiles of the students in the group. Sell yourselves as a group of students willing to work as a team at a specific work place.




	Do not forget that the content that you include is very important, too. Include in your CV the parts that you have learnt about. and use correct structures to refer to the personality and interests of each one of you. Remember to mention the skills that you have and what subjects you like best and why.




	List a few jobs your group can be good at according to the skills that you have.




	We suggest that you present your video curriculum in a way similar to that of Alexandra's, that is, as if you were asking to yourselves and answering at the same time. It could sound more dynamic.




	The Powtoon tool can help you create a very nice and attractive video curriculum. If you find it difficult to use, you can edit your video curriculum with Wevideo.




	Publish your video curriculum  on the page 'My digital resources' of your  Weebly site and share it on Pinterest with your classmates. 



Your work on the final challenge will be assessed by your teacher with the criteria included in the 'Rubric for assessing a video challenge recording'.











Promoting your work




You have made a great effort to complete all the missions and the challenge within this project. At this final stage of the project, we encourage you to show it to as many people as possible. The promotion of your project is a very important part of your work. Otherwise, what is the point in doing such a hard work if nobody knows about it?
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In order to make this possible, we present you several activities that you must / could develop:


	Why don't you show all your work to your family, friends and classmates? In groups, you will prepare and develop a complete presentation of your work. The final result can be developed in the classroom or/and recorded as a video that will be uploaded on a channel.




	Remember that when you present your video curriculum, it is really important to cause a good first impression not only in what you say, but also in how you say it. This is the reason why it is a good idea if your class-group invites a member of the Guidance Department at your school to watch your presentations. This person is a professional and can assess your work in a very constructive way and advise you on the development of your future career. Besides, this school counselor can give you some useful tips on the contents that  your video curriculum should include and on the best way you should promote your qualities, skills and interests. 




	We want you to promote it by using the social network Pinterest. Here, you can create a board where you must include all the links to the outcomes that you have completed. Remember to insert images to illustrate each mission. You will find out the number of people that pin your tasks, which means they like them a lot.




	Another promotional activity can be done by using your own school web page. Your teacher will create a page entitled 'English Portfolio - 2nd Year CSE'  in your school website and will include the links to your classmates and your own Weebly site. This would be not only a good way of promoting your work within your school community, but also a way of reaching a higher number of people interested in learning English through collaborative projects.
